How well did u do? Now 4 the BIG question: How many of the 10 Commandments can u name?
R u a good person? Do u think you have kept them? (summarised from Exodus 20, Deuteronomy 5 & Matthew 5:21-28)

(1) Is God first in your life? Do you love Him with “heart, mind, soul & strength?"

(2) Have you made a god to suit yourself? (3) Have you used God's name in vain or as a swear word?

(4) Have you kept the Sabbath (1 day of rest in 7) holy? (5) Have you alwa¥s honoured your parents?

(6) Have you hated anyone, and therefore committed murder in your heart

(7) Have you looked with lust and therefore committed adultery in your heart?

(8) Have you lied? (9) Have you stolen? (the value is irrelevant)

(10) Have you coveted (lusted after) other people's stuff?

If you are honest, you know you will be guilty on the Day of Judgment.
The Bible warns that the punishment is death, eternal separation in hell from God and all that is good. That's not God’s
desire for you. So, how can you escape God’s righteous judgement?

God provided a way for you to be forgiven and your punishment paid. God in His great mercy came down, took on flesh as
the baby Jesus, who grew up and lived a sinless life, then gave Himself as a payment for your sin when He died on the
Cross. He went to hell'in your place, so you could go free! Then He rose from the grave and defeated death, so you can
have a relationship with Him now and eternally. That's how much God loves you. You broke God's Law (the 10

Commandments), and Jesus paid your fine. It was a legal transaction. This means that, God can legally dismiss your case.

You can leave the courtroom on the day of judgement because Jesus paid your fine.
S0, “What should we do?” (4cts 2:37) The Right Response Required :

Repent - turn right back round 1800 (J') from your sinful, selfish way 2 God’s way - know & do His will.

Believe - trust that Jesus has paid 4 and can forgive your sin by taking your death penalty on the cross.

Be Baptized - this sacred dipping is your bath (2 clean you up Acts 22:16), burial (2 lay 2 rest your mess Rom.6:4) & a
re-clothing (dressing you in your new “adult faith wardrobe” Gal.3:27)

Receive the gift of the Holy Spirit - He empowers & leads you into actually living this new abundant life that

you could never do in [vour own strength! (see Acts 2:37-38)
