Almost everyone in their lifetime will 
suffer a burn injury. Most are small  and, 
although still extremely painful, will heal 
quickly. Severe burn injury can be life 
threatening. They are all painful and can 
drastically affect many aspects of your 
life. The majority of burns are 
PREVENTABLE and by being aware 
and making safe choices you can help to 
keep yourself and your family and 
friends safe!  
Causes:Causes: The most common cause of 
burn injury for adolescents is through fire 
use and misuse. Older children and 
young adults have a greater access to 
dangerous substances including 
accelerants which aid the spread of fire. 
Many burns occur when experimenting 
with materials and accelerants or ‘testing 
the boundaries’ with high risk activities.1

World renowned Bible scholar Henry 
M. Morris said: “Jesus Christ Himself 
spoke more of the reality and terrors 
of Hell than did any other single 
individual in all the Bible!” (following are 
just 2 statements Jesus made recorded in 
the middle of Matthews book)  
 Matt.13:49-50 “That is the way 

it will be at the end of the world. 
The angels will come and 
separate the wicked people 
from the godly, throwing the 
wicked into the fire. There will 
be weeping and gnashing of 
teeth. Do you understand?”  

 

 Matt.10:28 “Fear only God, 
who can destroy both soul and 
body in hell.”  

 

In Jesus’ most famous message; 
‘The Sermon on the Mount’ (Matt 

5ff) He mentions Heaven and Hell 
no less than 24 times!  

Eternal Burn  
A Summary of the Bible’s teaching on Hell: 
Hell is a place of eternal punishment – the eternal fire 
prepared for the Devil and his demons. Hell is also 
where the wicked/ungodly people are thrown/
banished – bound hand and foot in chains of gloom. 
The unending roaring flames of the fiery lake will burn 
without light, because it is the place of “outer dark-
ness”. This is where the terrible, fierce “wrath of God” 
is poured out on all who oppose Him. Hell is a “land 
of darkness and utter gloom.” A place of anguish, 
agony and “worms of torment”, where rest or relief is 
impossible. The resurrected bodies of the unsaved, 
though subject to pain (“weeping and gnashing of 
teeth”), will not be consumed by this vast “furnace of 
fire”. It is also described as the “king of terrors”, 
viewed with “utter horror”, a place of “shame and 
everlasting contempt.” Hell is the place where all the 
good aspects of the presence of God will be com-
pletely withdrawn forever. Thus, in hell there will be 
no love, for “God is love.” (1Jn.4:16) There will be 
no light, for “God is light and there is no darkness 
in Him at all.” (1Jn.1:5) There will be no peace, or 
rest, or joy since these are all attributes of God. Try 
to imagine a place void of all things good, kind, love-
ly, gentle (some of the fruit of the Holy Spirit 
(Gal.5:22-23) - as “Whatever is good and perfect 
comes to us from God.” (Jam.1:17) Strip all the 
good God things away and leave only regret 
(realising that you blew it – rejected God and Heav-
en), add fear, contempt, shame, pain, agony, an-
guish, terror, torment, and utter horror – and you’re 
getting close to the image of Hell that God wants us 
to have.
